Dear Principal,

The Vocational course in Financial Market Management (FMM) has been

introduced in your school in class XI from the current academic session. Therefore
you are requested to take note of the registration procedure, availability of textbooks in
all three subjects of FMM and details of mentor centres for information and immediate
necessary action as given below:

A.

Registration of students in class Xl

The school shall register students in the FMM course only upto the 30"
September 2007. Each student enrolled in the FMM course in class Xl is
required to fill a registration form (enclosed). The registration forms complete in
all respects may be sent to the concerned Regional Officer of CBSE on or
before the 10" October 2007. It may also be noted that in no case shall any
student be admitted to the FMM course in class XII.

Sample Question Papers and Availability of Text Books :

The Sample Question Papers along with the design and blue print, in all the
three subjects of Financial Market Management in class Xl are enclosed for
reference.

The Practical Manuals in the three subjects pertaining to the FMM course are
under print and as soon as they are available for sale, you will be informed
accordingly.

The Textbooks in all the three subjects of the FMM course have been published
by the Board. They are available in the CBSE bookstore as well as the
Regional Offices of the Board except RO,Guwahati as per the following details:

- Introduction to Financial Markets — | - Class XI —=Rs. 250/- copy.
- Accounting for Business — | Class XI — Rs. 175/- copy
- Computer Application in Financial Markets - Class — Xl -Rs. 170/-copy.



Procedure for placing the supply order for copies of the Textbooks.

e Decide the number of copies of each textbook as per the requirement of your
school, taking into account the number of students enrolled in the course and

the requirement of the teacher and the library.

e Calculate the total cost of the Textbooks keeping the following points in view:-

» If the order is for ten or more copies of books 15% discount on the total
cost is allowed. Calculate the total cost separately for each of the three

Textbooks.

» Calculate the total cost of copies for all the three Textbooks required.

» Add 3% of the total cost towards packing charges. This will give the

total amount to be sent to CBSE.

» Send a bank demand draft for the above amount in favour of
Secretary, CBSE. accompanied with a letter giving details of the books
ordered, amount, discount, packing charges etc. mentioning clearly the

address to which the consignment has to be sent.

» Send the letter enclosing the Crossed Demand Draft to the following

TCI will deliver
the consignment on production of the consignee note and payment of

freight charges.

that the books are available for the students and teachers.
