Teacher Training for Japanese Language Teachers

The Japan Foundation, New Delhi is planning to conduct training programmes for the teachers of Japanese Language at New Delhi.  The details of the programme are as follows:-

A. Prospective candidates for training:

1. Full-time teachers of English / Hindi / any other language who have taught for at least three years in the school and who are below the age of 35 years, to be recommended by the school.

2. The candidates should be from schools where Japanese language courses would be introduced as an optional subject latest by July 2007 and the candidates would actually start teaching..

B. Proposed schedule and venue of training:

     The language training will be given in stages.

About two weeks in 2nd – 13th April 2007
Four to six weeks during summer holidays (May ~ June 2007)

One week during the holidays in October 2007

One week during the holidays in December 2007

Four to six weeks during summer holidays in 2008

If necessary, two or three days’ intensive training every month from July 2008 to April 2009.(tentative)

D. Certification and other incentives 

Completion certificates will be issued by Japan Foundation to all teachers who successfully complete the programme.

The teachers may appear in level 4 of the Japanese Language Proficiency Test (JLPT)* in December 2007.

They may appear in level 3 of the JLPT in December 2008.

Teachers who clear level 3 of the JLPT and are engaged in teaching Japanese in their schools will become eligible to apply for the short term training programme regularly being conducted by the Japan Foundation in Japan.

      * This is a standardized test conducted by the Japan Foundation worldwide to evaluate Japanese language proficiency and is held on the first Sunday of December every year. Level 4 is the lowest level and Level 1 the highest.

 E. Other terms and conditions

· Teaching materials will be provided to the participants free of charge

· No fee will be charged for the training

· To and fro conveyance to the venue of training to be borne by the participants themselves

· In case of outstation participants, assistance would be provided (if need be) by the Japan Foundation in locating suitable accommodation during the summer training. 
In case you wish to offer Japanese in your school and would like Japan Foundation to train your teacher, you may recommend one suitable person from your school for this programme and fill up the application form and send it to the Japan Foundation by February 28, 2007 at the latest.
