The use of ICT was further leveraged to provide
facilities to the stakeholders worldwide. 17300
schools affiliated to the board including 1169
schools added just last year,have been brought
under the ambit of the digital programme of
CBSE. The numerous ICT initiatives taken by CBSE
augmented the accuracy in data input as well as

the intermediate and final results.

Exams related ICT innovations alone have
resulted in saving of crores of rupees, paper
and precious time. This also confirms CBSE'’s
commitment towards environment protection by
green initiatives. | would like to place on record
the efforts made by IT and Project department
of CBSE in bringing paradigm shift in examination
management system and other state-of-the-art-
ICT initiatives taken.
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The Pre and Post Examination Management
System for classes X and Xll, JEE, AIPMT,
CTET, NET were as such completely online,
of CBSE CTET and Board
examination Certificate was also introduced

this year using Global Document Type Identifier
(GDTI) which is encoded in a GS1 QR Code. In its
effort to bring technology closer to students and
teachers and ensure digital access and equity
to all. e-CBSE was launched during this period.
Books of various classes and subjects including
Academic, Vocational and Support material
were provided through a portal and mobile app.
It is hoped that the students and teachers will
make utmost use of the services offered by the
CBSE. Admit cards, attendance sheets and other
school and centre material were made available
online through e-CBSE portal.

Efforts were made for increased public
responsiveness by upgrading services and making
the entire applications process under RTI and
redressal of Public grievances online for quick
disposal and increased transparency. All Regional
Offices and units were integrated with the online
system.

Another digital initiative of the year was
‘SARANSH’, an online facility for comprehensive
self review for schools. CBSE, under the guidance
of the Hon’ble HRM, envisioned to provide data
driven support system which allows schools
to diagnose and improve Students, Teachers,
Subjects and Schools performance. It provides
schools a complete snapshot and comprehensive
analysis to take actionable decisions. The
programme also helps schools to compare their
performance vis-a-vis other CBSE schools at, All
India, Regional and State levels and within their
school category (Government, Independent,
JNVs, KVs, and CTSA). It is also intended to help
parents to compare their ward’s performance

within school, State, Region and National level.
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Within a short span of its launch by the Hon’ble
HRM on 7% Nov 2015, Saransh won three
prestigious awards: e-India 2015 Award for Best
Government Initiative in Education, Skoch Order
of Merit for Smart Technology which was selected
from more than 2500 projects and the Skoch
Award which is the highest independent honour,
selected and voted from 1120 projects. The
details of all such initiatives are mentioned in the

following pages of this report.

CBSE examinations have established credibility
and despite this, the board had to face rough
weather soon after the conduct of AIPMT
because of certain unscrupulous elements
trying to destabilize the system. Amidst
allegations of paper leak, the re- exam was
conducted successfully with stricter vigil,bans
and with added confidence. The other public
exams namely, JEE-MAIN in both offline
and online modes, CTET and NET were also

conducted smoothly.

CBSE is a socially committed organisation. Two
of our globally recognised flagship community
outreach programmes: psychological
counselling and aptitude testing have been
popular because of the accrual of direct
benefits to the students. CBSE Counselling
programme from last 18 years continues to
provide psychological support to Adolescents
during exams and after results via multiple
modes, while CBSE aptitude test brought in
a viable way of recognising aptitudes before

making academic selections in class XI.
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The decision of the government to set up a
Task Force to develop a prototype aptitude
test at national level for class X augurs well.
This historic work is being coordinated by
CBSE which has been designated as the nodal
agency and includes the Project Head of CBSE
SGAI as one of the members of the Task force.
A prototype test constructed by the experts is
currently under pilot testing.

With 549 new schools approved to offer
vocational courses, the total enrolment in
vocational courses also showed improvement
from 1,54,742 to 2,05,023. The new vocational
courses in Financial Market Management, for
classes IX and X were prepared and awareness
programmes were held in collaboration with
National Stock Exchange and Bombay stock
exchange during this period. Financial Literacy
workbooks for classes VI to X were also

prepared.

Physical education and Sports has always been
a priority area for the board The competitions
were held across the country in 24 disciplines
at 175 venues at the Cluster, Zonal and National
levels. Close to 1.5 Lakh students participated in

these events.

CBSE Reward Scheme for Meritorious Students
of Class XII from Govt. Schools is an initiative to
promote access and equity amongst deserving
students. 337 students were selected for this
scholarship. Applications were invited from
meritorious students of economically weaker
families whose family income is below 6 lakhs, for
disbursing scholarships under the Central Sector

Scheme sponsored by MHRD.
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Single Girl Child Merit Scholarship Schemes
were awarded to 1573 new girl students for
pursuing XI and XII in CBSE affiliated schools,
while 1767 scholarships were renewed.The
board also gave Scholarships to 23 toppers in
SC/ST category in Class X and to 25 toppers of
Class XII.

Similarly, project Udaan, has been launched to
provide guidance and training to deserving girl
students from economically and disadvantaged
backgrounds, to prepare for the professional
engineering entrance examinations  while
studying in Classes XI and XII. 429 girl students
of Class Xll and 1013 from class XI from various
schools from 35 education boards in the country
were selected for this project in 2015-16. They
are being trained at 62 contact centres through
virtual class rooms. | hope they will succeed in
their mission and figure in the list of successful

candidates when results of JEE are announced

later this year.

It has been a constant endeavour of the board to
provide appropriate forums to students to hone
their latent skills and also engage them in socially
meaningful activities. This initiative was unique
for the reason that it brought under its ambit not
only CBSE schools but also those of State Boards

of the country.
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A number of campaigns and events for important
causes were organized to help students gain
insight about citizenship, politics, public services,
heritage, history, public administration or socio-
economic issues, besides boosting reading,
writing, listening and speaking skills. School

others. The effort is to promote creativity and
innovative spirit among school children of all age
groups specifically between 6-18 years. Almost
1,87,851 students showcased their skills under
the expression series organised in 2015.

The schools and the board share common vision and
objectives and therefore need to work in tandem
for quality and refinement in core deliverables. For
in-service training of teachers, Centres of Excellence
are fully functional at Kolkata,Rae Bareli, Panchkula,
Gurgaon, Kakinada and Pune. The centres will
essentially focus upon the training policy, design
modules,monitor training programmes of Master
Trainers and Trainers and create resource pool of
Trainers for conducting seminars, webinars and
conferences for teachers and heads of schools on
educational issues.

CBSE is in continuous dialogue with its stake
holders in an effort to make education productive.
To add value and enhance the quality of learning
experiences for students, feedback from school
heads, teachers, managers, parents and students
of all affiliated schools are invited online.

Hindi Cell has been established in CBSE to assist
in the implementation of the Official Language
Policy of the Union Government, Act, Rules
and to achieve the targets prescribed in annual
programme issued from time to time by Ministry
of Home Affairs, Department of Official Language
for transacting the official work in Hindi.

Besides, translating all official documents issued
under section 3(3) of the Official Language Act
1963; various activities regarding implementation
of official language policy are also conducted by
Hindi Cell in the Board.

Official Language implementation Committee

The Official Language implementation
Committee headed by the Secretary, CBSE has
been set up in the Board. Meeting of official
Language Committee is organized quarterly.
Representatives of Ministry of Human Resource
Development and Regional Implementation office
of official Language department are also invited
in quarterly meetings.

Hindi Incentive Allowance Scheme

There is a provision
to award cash reward to 10 officers/personnel
under this scheme. Duration of the scheme for
this report was from 1t April 2015 to 31 March
2016.
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Propagation of Hindi Language

Hindi fortnight was celebrated in all regional
offices of the CBSE to propagate the official
languages in which different competitions were
organized. The winners were encouraged with
cash prize and citations.

Celebration of Hindi Day and Hindi Fortnight

Under the guidelines issued by Ministry of
Home Affairs, Department of Official Language
and Ministry of Human Resource Development,
the Board celebrated Hindi Fortnight from 1st
September 2015 to 15% September 2015, on the
occasion of Hindi Day. Under this programme,
various Hindi Competitions like Hindi noting/
drafting, essay writing, typing, recitation, general
knowledge quiz and Hindi handwriting/dictation
were conducted for the officers/officials of the
Board. Total Cash rewards of ¥24000/- and
commendation certificates were also awarded to
24 winners of these competitions.

Hindi Workshop

Five Hindi Workshops were organized to update
working knowledge of the officers/officials
in Hindi, in which 164 officers/officials were
trained.

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This year also the Board introduced the facility
for the schools to generate online Roll number-
wise List of Candidates appearing in Class XlI
examination. Schools also generated online Admit
cards for the regular students appearing in 2015.

The number of chances for Compartment for
Class XII was three for candidates appearing in
2013 examinations.

Value Based Questions

In all major subjects for class Xll up to 3-5 marks
wereintroduced soastofollow aninterdisciplinary
approach where values are intermingled with the
content of all the major subjects. The questions
were based on content and analysed on the basis
of the values reflected.

Observation Schedules

To give fair deal to the question papers and redress
genuine grievances of the students, observation
schedules were sent to all the schools to record
and forward their suggestions within 24 hours of
the conduct of examination in concerned subject
so that those could be considered by the expert
group while preparing the marking schemes.

Providing photocopy of the evaluated Answer
Books

Pursuant to the decision of the Hon’ble Supreme
Court of India of August 9, 2011, the photocopy
of the evaluated answer book (s) was provided
to only those candidates who had applied for
verification of marks. Detailed modalities were
made available on the CBSE website.
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Re-evaluation of Answer Books

Only those candidates who had applied for
verification of marks and for obtaining photocopy
of the evaluated answer book could apply for
re-evaluation in maximum 10 questions each in
the subjects of English Core, Functional English,
English Elective, (NCERT), English Elective(CBSE),
Hindi Core, Hindi Elective, Mathematics, Physics,
Chemistry, Biology, Business Studies, Economics
and Accountancy.

Smooth Evaluation

Chief Nodal Supervisors

The Board appointed school principals as Chief
Nodal Supervisors for evaluation purpose in
cities where the number of schools was large
and four or more Head Examiners were involved
in a subject. This ensured proper manageability,
supervision and timely completion of evaluation
work.

Mandatory Evaluation

Teachers selected for evaluation work had to
report on the appointed date and time to avoid a
mention in their annual records. Non- release of
teachers by any school could lead to withholding
the result of the defaulting institution. The Board
could also consider and initiate disaffiliation
proceedings.
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Continuous and Comprehensive Evaluation (CCE)

AR Ao 98 & Heayel HrdwH #§ 9 ue ®
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The CCE scheme is one of the flagship
programmes of the Board which has been
implemented for students upto secondary level,
in all CBSE affiliated schools. CCE envisages
conceptual clarification through experiential
learning in classrooms.

The entire assessment consists of three parts:
Part |: Scholastic Areas, Part Il: Co-Scholastic
Areas such as Life Skills, Work Education, Visual
and Performing Arts, Attitudes and Values, Part
[l Co-Scholastic Activities such as Literary and
Creative Skills, Scientific Skills, Information and
Technology, Organizational and Leadership Skills,
Health and Physical Activities, Sports etc.

The board provides exemptions for the differently
abled candidates with disabilities as defined in
the Persons with Disabilities Act, 1995

Exemption from examination in the third
language from Classes VI to VIII is granted to
the following categories of candidates.

Visually impaired
Suffering from speech / hearing defects
Dyslexic

Disabilities as defined in the Persons with
Disabilities Act, 1995.

Spastic,  Visually Impaired, Physically
Handicapped, Dyslexic,  Autistic  and
candidates with disabilities as defined in
the Persons with Disabilities Act, 1995
are permitted to use a scribe or allowed
compensatory time as given below or both :

e 60 minutes for a paper of 3 hours
duration.

e 50 minutes for a paper of 2 % hours
duration

e 40 minutes for a paper of 2 hours duration

e 30 minutes for a paper of 1 % hours
duration

Autistic candidates are permitted to use the
services of a scribe or an adult prompter.

A person to be appointed as scribe should
not have obtained his/her qualifications in
the same subject (s) in which the candidate in
appearing for the examination

A Candidate can opt for own scribe and has
the flexibility in accommodating change in
scribe in case of emergency.

The Candidate also has the option of meeting
the scribe a day before the examination.

Services of Scribe are provided free of cost.

The Scribe is paid remuneration by the Board
as prescribed from time to time.

Centre Superintendents are requested to
arrange for a suitable room on the ground
floor as far as possible.

Candidates with visual and hearing
impairment, Spastic, Dyslexic, Autistic and
candidates with disabilities as defined in the
Persons with Disabilities Act, 1995 have the
option of studying one compulsory language
as against two. This language should be in
consonance with the overall spirit of the
Three Language Formula prescribed by the
Board. Besides one language any four of the

following subjects can be offered:

Mathematics, Science, Social Science,
another language, Music, Painting, Home
Science,Foundation of Information Technology,
Commerce (Elements of Business) & Commerce
(Elements of Book Keeping And Accountancy),
E-Typewriting (English), E-Typewriting (Hindi),
Introduction to Computer Technology, Retail
(NSQF) and Information Technology (NSQF).

Alternative type questions are provided in
lieu of questions having visual inputs for
Visually Impaired candidates in the subjects
of English Communicative and Social Science
in class X.

Separate question papers in enlarged print
are provided in the subjects of Mathematics
and Science in class X.

Visually Impaired candidates are given
separate  question  papers containing
Multiple Choice Questions based on Practical
component in lieu of practical in the subjects
of Physics, Chemistry and Biology in class XII.

Question papers administered in the subjects
of Physics, Chemistry, Mathematics and
Biology are without any visual input in class
XIl.

Alternative type questions are provided in
lieu of questions having visual inputs in the
subjects of History, Geography and Economics
in class XII.

Other General Instructions for Differently Abled
Candidates

To facilitate easy access, a few selected
schools are made examination centers for
special students.

Teachers from schools for visually impaired
are appointed as Assistant Superintendent(s)
(Invigilators) at the special examination centers.
However, precaution is taken to appoint
different subject teachers on different days.

Answer books of differently abled
candidates are sent separately by the Centre
Superintendents.

A separate column is provided on the title
page of the answer book for indicating the
category of differently abled candidates.

Visually Impaired candidates are permitted
use of screen reading software (like JAWS-
Job Access with Speech) with prior approval
of the Board. They also have the facility of
using a computer or a typewriter for writing
answers.

Use of calculator is not permitted in any of
the examinations conducted by the Board.
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The Grading system has been introduced at
Secondary School level (for Classes IX & X) from
2009-10.

» It will minimize misclassification of students
on the basis of marks.

» It will eliminate unhealthy competition
among high achievers.

» It will reduce societal pressure and will
provide the learner with more flexibility.

» It will lead to a focus on a better learning

The Central Board of Secondary Education(CBSE),
Delhi conducted All India Pre-Medical/ Pre-Dental
Entrance Test -2015 on 03™ May 2015 (Sunday)
for admission to MBBS/ BDS courses under 15%
All India Quota Seats and also for seats under
the control of participating States/ Universities/
Institutions for the academic session 2015- 16.
The test was conducted at 1065 examination
centres in 53 cities across India and abroad.

However, the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India in
its judgment dated 15.06.2015 and 19.06.2015
cancelled the AIPMT-2015 Exam and ordered
to conduct a fresh test for the academic session
2015-16 because of the report of use of unfair
practices in examination by using modern
communication devices. In view of the observations
made by the Hon’ble Supreme Court of India, CBSE
made elaborate arrangements for re-conducting
the test by enforcing a dress code and barring
items to be carried inside the examination centres
which could be used to hide communication
devices. Decision taken by CBSE on dress code
was also upheld by Hon’ble Supreme Court of
India in Writ Petition (Civil) No. 486/2015 which
was disposed off as withdrawn.

The exam was re-conducted on 25th July, 2015
across 50 cities including one city abroad in 1065
centres in record four week’s time as per the
details given below:

Central Teacher Eligibility Test (CTET)

In accordance with the provisions of sub-section (1)
of Section 23 of the RTE Act, the National Council
for Teacher Education (NCTE) has laid down the
minimum qualifications for a person to be eligible
for appointment as a teacher in classes | to VIII.
It has been inter alia provided that one of the
essential qualifications for a person to be eligible
for appointment as a teacher in any of the schools
referred to in clause (n) of section 2 of the RTE Act
is that he/ she should pass the Teacher Eligibility
Test (TET).

Objectives of conducting CTET

® To bring national standards and benchmark of
teacher quality in the recruitment process.

® To induce teacher education institutions and
students from these institutions to further
improve their performance standards.

® To send a positive signal to all stakeholders
that the Government lays special emphasis
on teacher quality.

Applicability

The CTET applies to schools of the Central
Government (KVS, NVS, Central Tibetan Schools)
and schools under the administrative control
of UT’s of Chandigarh, Dadra and Nagar Haveli,
Daman and Diu, Andaman and Nicobar Islands
and NCT of Delhi.

CTET may also apply to the unaided private
schools, who may exercise the option of
considering the CTET.

Schools owned and managed by the State
Government/local bodies and aided schools
shall consider the TET conducted by the State
Government. However, a State Government can
also consider the CTET if it decides not to conduct
the State TET.

Redressal of Public Grievances

The cell for the redressal of public grievances was
set up in 1993 in the PR unit of the board. This cell
constantly monitors public grievances received
from different sources and ensures timely disposal
of public complaints. Every week Wednesday
forenoon is observed as ‘Meetingless Day’ in
the Board’s head office and Regional offices
when the public can directly approach senior
officers regarding grievances, if any. Monthly and
quarterly reports on the public grievances are sent
to the Ministry of HRD and to the Deptt. of Public
Grievances, Cabinet Secretariat by the Board.
Complaints received during the period under
report were settled in favour of the complainant
within a reasonable time frame.

Portal for Online Public Grievances Redressal

The disposal of public grievances needs to be
given the attention it deserves. The Directorate
of Administrative Reforms and Public Grievance
(DARPG) has opened portal for redressal of online
public grievances, where public can directly file
their grievances online and receive online replies
of their grievances.

The replies of board can be accessed through
CPGRAMS by public. Every care is being taken
to handle the grievance in the most efficient,
effective and realistic manner. Out of 5563 online
grievance cases 5460 cases (98%) were disposed
off.

All the pending cases are dealt with
on 1%t and 15% of every month.

Students Global Aptitude Index
(SGAI)

CBSE has been conducting Aptitude Assessment
namely Student Global Aptitude Index (SGAI)
for class X students in the affiliated schools
since 2011. Five editions of the SGAI have been
completed so far in paper-pencil and computer
based mode.

CBSE SGAI Status Report

The development of SGAI has been documented
by the Board titled appropriately “CBSE SGAI
Status Report”. The report contains concept
of aptitude, need and importance of aptitude
testing, initiatives taken by the Board, retrospect
and prospect, methodology and appraisal of SGAI,
advocacy, training and assessments conducted so
far for CBSE and other Boards.

It also contains analysis of feedback study, case
studies, reports and feedback by principals/
counsellors/ students, media coverage and
support.

It is perceived to be a valuable reference material
for researchers and organizations
engaged in this specialized area.

A
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Development of Aptitude Test at National Level

A Task Force has been setup by MHRD in
August 2015 including officers from Central
Board of Secondary Education, National Council
of Educational Research and Training, Delhi
University, Jawaharlal Nehru University and
Defense Institute of Psychological Research as
members to develop a prototype aptitude test at
national level for secondary students.

CBSE has been appointed as the nodal agency to
provide all administrative, financial, manpower
and logistic support to the committee to
accomplish the task.

Broad contours of the test

1. Thetestwill assess the studentonthree broad
areas, namely, general aptitude, scholastic
aptitude and self-related attributes.

2. The test will include items of various types
such as multiple choice, case studies,
situation specific, picture formation etc.

3. The Test will be made available in English and
Hindi and will be of 75-90 minutes.

4. It will be a combination of speed tests and
power tests.

5. The test will exercise culture fairness of all
test items to suit diverse Indian regions to the
best possible manner.

Anticipated Implications of the test for Parents,
Teachers and Counselors

1. The test will foster an environment of
dialogue about student’s capacities.

2. The test may serve as an instrument for
parents, teachers and counselors to discover
capacities of an individual that may have
been unexpressed or unacknowledged.
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3. Test results can support student learning and
enable to assist the students in their personal,
social and career development.

Updates on the Aptitude Test

1. Two parallel forms of the test have been
prepared by the team.

2. Pre-trial of the test will be held on a group of
students of class X to assess the initial efficacy
of the test items and workability of the tool.

3. Responses as received will be analysed for
further improvement and to conduct next
phase of pilot testing on a larger population of
all categories of CBSE affiliated schools (such
as Independent, Kendriya Vidyalya, Navodaya
Vidyalaya, and Government Schools).

4. The test responses will be further analyzed
to arrive at the prescribed psychometric
parameters.
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Physical Education

The Physical Education Curriculum for Senior
Secondary level was revised for the session 2016-17.

Sports and Games

In the year 2015-2016, the CBSE Inter School
Sports and Games competitions were organized in
24 disciplines at nearly 175 venues spread all over
India. Nearly 150000 students from independent
category of schools participated.

Archery, Wushu, Gymnastics and Shooting were
also included as disciplines for competitions.

CBSE Chacha Nehru Sports Award

The Selection Committee at various National Level
venues selected nearly 150 athletes for the CBSE
Chacha Nehru Sports Awards during CBSE Inter
School Sports and Games Competitions 2015-
16 these awards are given for the outstanding
performance and for setting new records in
Athletics and Swimming.

International Yoga Day

The International Yoga Day was celebrated on 21+
June, 2015 at Rajpath, New Delhi. Many Physical
Education Teachers as well as students from
different affiliated schools of Delhi participated
in it.
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In order to promote meritorious students from
socially and economically weaker sections
and girls, the Board has following scholarship
schemes:

1. CBSE Reward Scheme

The objective of the Scheme is to recognize
and encourage meritorious students who have
studied in Government Schools affiliated with
CBSE at least from class IX to Xll and passed class
Xl examination from CBSE in the States/UTs of (i)
NCT of Delhi (ii) Sikkim (iii) Arunachal Pradesh (iv)
Andaman & Nicobar Islands (v) Chandigarh (vi)
Chhattisgarh.

® |n 2013, number of rewards were 200 and
in order to cover all the students at cut off
point, from 2014 onwards, number of cash
rewards has been revised from 200 to 400.

® The scheme provides one time reward of ¥ 1
lakh to each student/Indian citizen who has
studied from class IX to XIl in a Government
School affiliated to CBSE and run by State
Governments/Union Territories and stood
in merit of eligible students in class Xll
examination. The rewards are given in order
of merit in class XIl with equal distribution
of 25% seats each in Science, Commerce,
Humanities and Vocational.

® In case of non availability of candidates in
one category, awards are distributed in other
categories. In case of a tie, girls are given
preference. Thereafter, a candidate, senior in
age is preferred.
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® The reservations among categories are
as per Government of India rules i.e. —=SC
15%, ST 7.5% and PWD 3% horizontally (PH
candidates is included in the total number
of rewards and if not available within merit
list, the merit is lowered upto 5% below the
last candidate under SC/ST category). The
category of the student is determined as per
records submitted at the time of registration
in IX & XI Examination form submitted to the
Board.

2. Single Girl Child Merit Scholarship

The Board has a scholarship scheme for the Single
Girl Child and pursuing her education at class XI
and Xll in a CBSE affiliated school who has passed
class X from the School affiliated with CBSE.

The girl students who are the only child of their
parents and have scored 60% or 6.2 CGPA or
more marks/grades are eligible for the award,
provided the monthly school fee does not exceed
$1500/-. A sum of ¥6000/- per year is awarded to
each scholar and there is no limit for number of
scholarships in this scheme.

3. Central Sector Scholarship

CBSE invites applications and distributes 6854
Scholarships every year under this scheme.

The scheme is aimed at extending a helping hand
to meritorious students of economically weaker
families for continuing their education at UG/
PG level. The students whose parents’ income
is less than six lakh per annum and have scored
minimum cut off (80 percent marks) in class
XIl are eligible for availing scholarship under
this scheme. The scholarship is distributed in
the ratio of 3:2:1 for Science, Commerce and
Arts. Eligible students are offered scholarship
of ¥10,000/- per annum at graduation and of
%20,000/- per annum at Post Graduation level
for 10 months of a year.
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4. Board Merit Scholarship Scheme for SC/ST
students

The Board offers financial assistance of
T 250/- per month to 23 students of Class X and
T 500/- per month to 25 students of Class Xl
to meritorious students belongings to SC / ST
community.

5. (Late) Sh. Lakshman Singh Kothari Memorial
Award

Sanjay Kothari Family Charitable Trust, New Delhi
has instituted a running trophy in association
with CBSE with a cash reward of ¥10,000/- for
the student, who scores maximum marks in five
subjects taken together in Class XII Examination
conducted by the CBSE.

6. (Late) Dr. Srijata Das Memorial Award for
Excellence in Mathematics

Under the scheme three cash awards of ¥10,000/-
(Ten thousand only) each are given to students
who score 100% marks in Mathematics.

7. Scholarship Scheme for the wards of CBSE
employees

The Board provides scholarship of 3400/- per
month to class VI-VIIl eligible students and

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GANIT (Growing Aptitude in Numerical
Innovations & Training) Week

To commemorate the birth anniversary
of Dr. Srinivasa Aiyangar Ramanujan on
22nd December, 2015, CBSE
affiliated schools to celebrate GANIT week
(Growing Aptitude in Numerical Innovations
& Training) Week from 16% to 22" December

2015. For this purpose, the schools were

invited all

asked to continue several age appropriate
activities such as Mathematics Relay Race,
solving mathematical puzzles, creating magic
squares, interactive session on various topics
like mathematics in nature. To reduce the
fear of mathematics and make its study more
interesting amongst students, schools were
asked to arrange activities like mathematics
Vedic
Mathematics, Quiz competitions and arranging

in architecture, Pascal’s triangle,

mathematical games.

The week concluded with exhibitions of all the
projects and activities which were also uploaded
on the schools’ websites.

About 1400 reports were received regarding the
celebration of GANIT Week from the schools.
Some schools also conducted innovative activities
like Qawwali, Math Bola, Tangrams, and Plays
also.
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Group Mathematics Olympiad

Mathematics Olympiads are conducted by
different organizations to identify, encourage,
promote and nurture the talent in Mathematics
at state, regional, national and international
levels. After having been accorded the status of an
independent group by National Board of Higher
Mathematics (NBHM) in 1997, Central Board of
Secondary Education, Delhi has been conducting
CBSE group Mathematics Olympiad for students
studying in its affiliated schools.

The Olympiad is conducted in December every
year at different centres located in different parts
of the country. A maximum number of 30 students
from CBSE schools are selected to participate
in Indian National Mathematical Olympiad
(INMO) conducted by National Board of Higher
Mathematics (NBHM). Selection at National
level leads to participation at the International
Mathematical Olympiad.

The Olympiad was conducted in December at
35 centres across the country. A maximum of
30 students [IX, X or XI and students of VIII with
aptitude] and additional quota of 5 girls from
CBSE group were selected on merit to participate
in the Indian National Mathematical Olympiad .
At the national level, 450 qualified to compete
in the International and Indian Mathematical
Olympiads.

Aavishkar Quiz Series

The popular quiz envisages to motivate and
engage children in the age group 06-18 years, in
Science, Mathematics and Technology through
observation, experimentation, inference drawing,
model building, etc. both through inside and
outside classroom activities and processes. It
seeks to create curiosity, excitement and spirit
of innovation and exploration amongst school
children, by encouraging higher education
institutions to assist secondary and elementary
schools in the study of science and mathematics.
The themes covered included: Sciences,
Mathematics and Technology, Water and Soils,
Habitat, Space, Health, Sound and Light.
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Approximately 28,000 students registered
themselves online, up to December 2015. A face to
face competition at the school-level was followed
by the selection of the best talents by CBSE through
an Online Quiz to be conducted every month on
the dates and themes specified by the Board in
English and Hindi. Ten students from each category
(primary-10, middle-10 and secondary-10) were
shortlisted based on their correct responses and
time taken for the completion of the Online Quiz

conducted by the Board.

CBSE Expression Series

The series are conducted to commemorate the
birthdays of the freedom fighters, leaders and
important personalities who have contributed
to the development of India. In these ‘Series’,
students express their creativity in the form of
essay, poem or drawing on prescribed topics given
in advance. The ‘Series’ were conducted through
an online link and mobile App. Schools affiliated
to CBSE as well as recognized state boards also
participated.

National Institute of Securities Markets (NISM)
has been identified as the nodal agency for the
implementation of the National Strategy for
Financial Education (NSFE) in the country. In
this regard, NISM has set up National Centre
for Financial Education (NCFE) with the support
of all the financial sector regulators in India,
namely, Reserve Bank of India (RBI), Securities
and Exchange Board of India (SEBI), Insurance
Regulatory and Development Authority of
India (IRDAI), Pension Fund Regulatory and
Development Authority (PFRDA) and Forward
Markets Commission (FMC), to further the cause
of financial literacy and inclusion in India in a
collaborative manner.
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NCFE, in partnership with CBSE, conducted
the following financial literacy programmes for
teachers and students:

e Financial Literacy Workbooks for classes
VI-X.
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e National Financial Literacy Assessment Test
(NCFE-NFLAT) for classes VIII, IX and X where,
about 126000 students participated, out
of which 76,000 were from CBSE affiliated
schools.

e Financial Education Trainings were conducted
in 2015-16, for teachers in 20 schools
across India, wherein about 950 teachers
participated.

Road Safety campaign

Almost over one lakh persons lose their lives every
year in our country in road accidents, causing
loss of human lives and property and trauma
to the family of the deceased. This underlines
the urgency for adopting various road safety
measures.

As a part of the advocacy campaign for road
safety, ‘Road Safety Week’ is observed throughout
the country every year in the month of January
in order to highlight and emphasize the need for
safe roads. It is also an opportunity for all the
schools affiliated to CBSE to contribute to the
cause by taking up various activities to promote
the concept.

The Road safety week was observed from 11 to
16" January 2016. The theme for this year’s Road
Safety Week was: Road Safety- Time for Action.
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Heritage Education and Quiz

The CBSE Heritage India Quiz is one of the
many enrichment activities initiated by the
Board with the objective of inculcating interest
and appreciation among students for their rich
heritage and diversity of the country being held
for the past 14 years.
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The quiz 2015-16 was conducted at all India
level in the 10 CBSE regions. The semi- finals
and finals were held at Delhi. It was open to
students studying in classes IX, X, XI and XII. 1700
teams participated this year to secure the top 03
positions at the national level.

Sensitizing students about the culture and
heritage of the North Eastern States of India

There is a need to raise awareness of the
contributions of the North-eastern States to India’s
national tangible and intangible heritage and other
fields of national development. As recommended
in the Bezbaruah Committee Report, the Board has
adopted themes for the development of course
and assessment materials such as:

® Themes of Open Text Based Assessment and
project-based activities.

® Student —exchange programmes .

® Development of skills-based courses relevant
to the North Eastern region.

® Film making competition that had drawn
278 entries across the country. The top three
received a certificate and the winning films
were uploaded on the www.cbseacademic.in
portal.
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® 25 % of the quiz questions in the annual
Heritage quiz were based on the heritage of
the North Eastern States.

Celebration of Sanskrit Week-2015

As an endeavor to promote Sanskrit, schools
were encouraged to take an initiative to celebrate
Sanskrit Week from Aug. 15th to 1st Sept 2015.The
objective was to provide voluntary opportunity to
students to share their knowledge of Sanskrit and
learn it from each other.

Some of the suggested activities were: Kavita
Rachana, Essay Competition, Sanskrit Shloka,
Yuva Sansad on Indian languages, Linking of
Sanskrit with Modern Indian Languages and
International languages, Screening of Sanskrit
films like, Punyakoti, Gundaa, Mudrarakshasa,
with subtitles in Hindi/English, Interaction of
children with eminent Sanskrit scholars and
National level essay competition.

The selected best three essays were respectively
awarded a cash prize of ¥2,500/-, ¥ 2000/- and
%1500/- each with a certificate of commendation.

Schools had sent their projects as
VCD, some of which were uploaded in the CBSE
YouTube Channel.

National Education Day Celebration 2015

A project- oriented contest was organized on
the theme: Skill-Awareness and Empowerment,
that aimed to expose students to a number
of projects, enhance their thinking, social and
emotional skills, become self-motivated, equip
them with vocational skills, focus their learning
on developing sustainable life skills, and make a
positive impact on society.

The schools conducted a
series of competitions, such as, poster designing,
pencil drawing, essay writing, nukkad natak and
jingles to raise awareness in the schools and local
communities about this scourge. Approximately
2250 entries were received in all categories. The
top 25 entries in each category won a Certificate
of Appreciation from the Board.
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World Day against Child Labour Campaign 2015

The ILO’s International Programme on the
Elimination of Child Labour (IPEC) was created
in 1992 with the overall goal of the progressive
elimination of child labour, which was to be
achieved through strengthening the capacity of
countries to deal with the problem and promoting
a worldwide movement to combat child labour.
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The Board’s campaign was aimed to raise students’
awareness and sensitivity towards the evils of
child labour. A Sustainable Project to Eliminate
Child Labour at the school level competition was
held. Entries were received from 750 schools,
consisting of a dossier containing transcripts,
questionnaires,  photographs  /videography,
reports and other evidences of how schools have
initiated and proposed to sustain these projects.
The top 30 entries received a Certificate of Merit
from the board.

Vigilance Awareness Week

Activities were conducted in the schools to
create awareness about the role of preventive
vigilance in reducing corruption and enhance
accountability at various levels.

Energy Conservation Painting Competition

CBSE in harmony with the Energy Conservation
Act, 2001 and under the National Campaign
on Energy Conservation 2011 by the Ministry
of Power and Bureau of Energy Efficiency have
undertaken a National Awareness Campaign
in order to promote Energy Conservation in
the country. The event is held once a year and
the schools are asked to send art work to the
concerned department. Cash prizes are given
by the Ministry of Power and Bureau of Energy
Efficiency, Govt. of India.

International Day of Disabled Persons 2015

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Performance Analysis Test (PAT)

The CBSE-i Performance Analysis Test (PAT)
conducted between 25" March to 13" April 2016,
is a benchmark in testing of skills, application and
abilities of the students in given disciplines and
domains. It is a test to know how well a student
has comprehended the facts, concepts, and
principles and ways of learning of the subject.

Gender Sensitive Pedagogy

To assist schools to mainstream gender issues
at the school level, the board has prepared an
educator manual to develop skills and attitude
towards gender sensitivity. The manual provides
an overview of gender issues in the educational
setup, information and tools required for
promoting gender equality. It examines traditional
indicators as literacy, enrolment, access to
education and attainment, the proportions of
women in decision-making positions, resource
allocation, curriculum development, and the
organization of schools and classrooms. It also
examines ways in which gender inequalities are
perpetuated through the education system. It
leavesthe groundopenfordiscussion, deliberation
and decisions required to lead towards a gender
sensitive and responsive society.

The manual is supported with 3 sets of activity
cards which provide guidelines and procedures to
conduct interactive activities with students. The
Gender Sensitivity Cards are designed to serve
as tool for bringing in gender sensitivity in the
classrooms and school systems. This knowledge
combined with understanding, respect and
tolerance for difference; can help them to tackle
prejudice and improve relationships.

Mentoring and Monitoring - Continuous and
Comprehensive Evaluation

To support schools in successful implementation
of CCE, the Board organizes CCE Mentoring and
Experience Sharing Workshops. While every
school has its own unique environment, focus and
resource availability, a collective experience with
different schools helps understand the possible

issues a school could face.
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The overall approach for this exercise, therefore,
is based on following objectives -

® To ensure effective implementation of CCE

® To work closely with the teachers and school
leaders, to understand their views and their
constraints

® To provide an opportunity for schools to
revamp the internal school assessment,
leading to enhanced learning and quality.

Mentor Awards

16 Mentor Principals were awarded for their
exemplary work for the year 2014-2015, in
recognition to the work done for implementation
and review of CCE in the schools allotted to them.

Future plans

® Reshuffling of mentors to make sure that
Mentee schools are not far for the Mentors.

e The newly affiliated schools will be allotted
new mentors so that they are well supported
in the implementation of CCE.

® Mentor and Mentee schools will submitan online
feedback to the board which will be analyzed by
the Mentoring and Monitoring Unit to further
improve its processes and implementation.

In the academic session 2015-16, 11 Mentoring
and Experience Sharing Workshops were
organized across the country covering 9 States/
UTs in which total 662 were trained and retrained.

Alternatives to Homework

The Board has earlier published a manual
‘Alternatives to Homework for Classes |-V for
primary classes and now proposes a Manual
‘Alternatives to Homework for Classes VI- VIII for
middle classes. These activities would be framed
in a way that they keep the learner interested and
would also help in enhancing the learning process.
Teachers and subject experts from various schools
contributed in designing the activities for various
classes which were further put for editing by a
committee.
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Australia India Schools Leaders Professional
Learning Programme

Programme between India and Australia, CBSE
has been designated by MHRD as the nodal
agency for the bilateral exchange programme. It
is a 10-day programme which includes intensive
training for 5 days, school visits for 3 days and
home stay with the Australian counterparts for
2 days. The programme was conducted from
15% to 25" November 2015 for Indian group
which consisted of participants from Central
Board of Secondary Education, Kendriya
Vidyalaya Sangathan, Navodaya Vidyalaya Samiti,
Directorate of Education, GNCT, Delhi.

CBSE Inclusion Cell

Inclusion Cell addresses common challenges
faced by differently abled candidates with respect
to curriculum, examination, support services.
Training for teachers was conducted at various
Centers of Excellence from time to time and
resource material was developed to create better
services in schools.

Modification of various provisions available
for differently abled students in the area of
curriculum and examination was also undertaken.
Resource material in Inclusive Education in
different subjects such as Visual arts, Karnataka
Music, Bharat Natyam, has also been initiated.

Integrated Test Management System (ITMS)

As part of the system of Continuous and
Comprehensive Evaluation,
assessments are conducted at the end of each of
the two terms during the academic calendar .

summative

CBSE has automated the process of generation
and distribution of question papers across its
schools in a manner which is transparent, secure
and user friendly. Question Papers generated are
based on the pre-defined template as per the
blue-print defined by the Board. CBSE Affiliated
schools register online through a portal / web
application to get unique login credentials.
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The schools were provided material for
generating question papers in major subjects like
English Communicative, Language & Literature,
Hindi Course A and B, Mathematics, Science,
Social Science, Communicative Sanskrit.

Around 10,000 to 12,000 schools are reported
to have downloaded Question Papers for class
IX Summative Assessment Il and |, while 8000
to 11000 schools downloaded Question Papers
for SA-l1 and 5000 to 7000 schools for SA-Il in
class X.

Evidences of Assessment

The Board has initiated the process of collection,
verification and analysis of Evidences of
Assessments since 2010. Evidences received help
in enriching the functional, transactional and
critical paradigms of Assessment. An evidence
of assessment provides information about
continuous quality improvement.

In the Term 1, 2015-16, CBSE selected 7971
schools all over India and 7 schools abroad for
collecting the evidences.

a. Capacity Building Programme for Teachers
of English Core (Class Xll): This programme
was meant for English teachers to overcome
difficulties in teaching challenging content
areas and orient them towards numerous
strategies for teaching reading and writing
skills along with different genres of

literature.

b. Capacity Building Programme for Teachers
of Mathematics (Class X): The programme
was held to enable Mathematics teachers to
frame learning objectives, design constructive
instructional  strategies that cater to

diverse learners, create gender equitable

environment in the classroom, recognize the
common errors committed by students and

assess learners in a holistic manner.
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Capacity Building Programme for Teachers
of Social Science (Class X): This programme
helped Social Science teachers to deliberate
upon the challenge of teaching social
sciences in the present scenario and included
interactive sessions on planning of lessons,
effective instructional strategies for teaching
Social Science.

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CBSE has been conducting several national
level competitive examinations such as JEE
(Main), CTET, UGC-NET and AIPMT besides
class X and XlII examinations. Total candidates
appearing every year is close to 1.25 crores.
CBSE examinations have established credibility
and transparency. The entire pre-examination
system has been made online, including
students’ data capturing and generation of
various reports like admit cards, attendance
sheets and centre material.

CBSE has whole heartedly participated in the
Hon’ble Prime Minister’s flagship ‘Digital India
Program’ and pioneered to be on board for Digital
Locker, National Scholarship Portal and DGET
Portal.

e-CBSE

CBSE has been a frontline national board and
innovation has been one of the hallmarks.
Living in the digital era where more and more
students and teachers have access to modern IT
enabled services and devices, CBSE has prepared
e learning material for students and teachers.
Appropriately designed and named: e-CBSE.
Books of various classes and subjects (Academic,
Vocational and Support material) are being made
available through a portal ecbse.nic.in and mobile
app. More books and resources shall be made
available in the near future including additional
features for the benefit of all stake holders.
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e-CBSE is a part of the ongoing Digital India
movement. This is an endeavor to enrich student
and teacher community by providing various
learning and teaching resources to supplement
and compliment curriculum transactions.

This portal is also providing facilities to schools for
pre and post examination data submission, and
generation of various school and centre reports.

Digital India Celebration — 2015

To showcase the Government of India’s initiatives
inthe area of e-Governance the CBSE collaborated
with the Department of Electronics and
Information Technology (DeitY) to disseminate
the message of the Digital India Programme
among educators and students.

The national launch on 1° July, 2015 threw open,
a wide range of activities to raise awareness
about the Government’s initiatives for universal
digitization and digital equity by ‘“transforming
India into a digitally Empowered society and
Knowledge based economy’. The focus was on
being transformative to realize the formula:

IT (Indian Talent) + IT (Information Technology) =
IT (India Tomorrow).

Throughout the Digital Week celebrations,
students were invited to participate in the online
challenge on Cyber Safety and Cyber Wellness
conducted by NeGD/Deity. Each student had
the option to email or download the Certificate
for Participation.

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Web based features under e-CBSE for class X &
X

The board has used the ICT to the maximum
advantage for e-governance and in providing state
of the art facilities to the stakeholders worldwide.
17000 schools have been brought under the
ambit of the digital programme of CBSE. The
benefits in terms of time, energy, manpower and
finances seem to be immense and appropriate for
this unique initiative of the board.

In the wake of 2016 annual class X and Xll
examinations, the board launched user friendly
web based features under e-CBSE where in
schools could generate roll numbers for main
exam and make corrections in the particulars,
upload photos. Schools could also upload internal
subject assessment grades of Class XIl. For the
first time the examiners appointed for practical
exams could convey their consent online. For the
first time the practical examiners were able to
upload the practical and projects marks of class
XII.

Schools could download their admit cards,
attendance sheets, list of candidates including
private candidates.

Online authentication of CBSE CTET Certificates

To facilitate stakeholders, educational institutes/
examination bodies and recruitment agencies
online verification system for CTET eligibility was
introduced for certificates issued after February
2015. Each CTET certificate has been uniquely
identified with a Global Document Type Identifier
(GDTI) which is encoded in a GS1 QR Code. The
GS1 QR Code is printed on the top-right corner of
the certificate and when the QR Code is scanned
by any QR code scanner mobile application the
information associated with the certificate i.e.
full name, photograph, roll number, date of
issue, marks obtained etc. stored in CBSE secured
server will be displayed on the mobile of verifying
agency.
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Saransh — A tool for Comprehensive self-review for schools
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Saransh is a tool for comprehensive self-review
and analysis for CBSE affiliated schools and
parents. It enables them to analyze students'
performance in order to take remedial measures.
Saransh brings schools, teachers and parents
closer, so that they can monitor the progress
of students and help them improve their
performance.

A trail of developments marks the significant
changes that took place over the years in shaping
up the Board to its present status. U.P. Board of
High School and Intermediate Education was
the first Board set up in 1921. It had under its
jurisdiction Rajputana, Central India and Gwalior.
In response to the representation made by
the Government of United Provinces, the then
Government of India suggested to set up a joint
Board in 1929 for all the areas which was named
as the 'Board of High School and Intermediate
Education, Rajputana. This included Ajmer,

Merwara, Central India and Gwalior.

The Board witnessed rapid growth and expansion
at the level of Secondary education resulting
in improved quality and standard of education
in institutions. But with the advent of State
Universities and State Boards in various parts
of the country the jurisdiction of the Board was
confined only to Ajmer, Bhopal and Vindhya
Pradesh later. As a result of this, in 1952, the
constitution of the Board was amended wherein
its jurisdiction was extended to part-C and Part-D
territories and the Board was given its present
name 'Central Board of Secondary Education’. It
was in the year 1962 finally that the Board was
reconstituted. The main objectives were those
of: serving the educational institutions more
effectively, to be responsive to the educational
needs of those students whose parents were
employed in the Central Government and had
frequently transferable jobs.
