Training Theme for Year 2026-27

‘Computational Thinking (CT) and Understanding Artificial Intelligence (AI)’

In line with the vision of the NEP 2020 and NCFSE 2023, the CBSE has introduced a curriculum on ‘Computational
Thinking and Artificial Intelligence’ for Classes 3 to 8 from the session 2026-27. The curriculum aims at
developing learners’ ability to think logically, approach and solve problems systematically, find patterns and also
understand ethical use of Al. Board has also decided to assign ‘Computational Thinking and Understanding AT’
as the training theme for the current session. This initiative aims to equip teachers with pedagogical strategies to
integrate CT and Al concepts across subjects, foster ethical, responsible, and future-ready learning environment in
schools. Accordingly, training activities in the schools will be structured around the following sub-themes so as to
build capacities of the educators:

Foundations of Computational Thinking (CT) and Al Readiness

From Play to Abstraction: Progressive Pedagogy for Computational Thinking
Mathematics as the Cornerstone of Computational Thinking and Al readiness
Interdisciplinary Connections: CT across Subjects at Middle Stage

Al in Real-World Contexts

Assessment and Pedagogy in CT and Al

7 Ethics and Responsible use of Al

Schools are encouraged to undertake / participate in the activities as suggested below, during the session 2026-27:
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Activity 1. District Level Deliberations on CT & Al (Workshop) :
(Guidelines for organising DLDs annexed for reference)

Objectives:

1. Build foundational capacities in CT and Al; Integrate CT and Al concepts across subjects (Mathematics,
Science, Social Sciences, Language learning).

Introduce Al responsibly providing age-appropriate exposure to Al fundamentals, applications, and ethics.
Promote interdisciplinary learning (project-based) to connect CT and Al with everyday experiences.

Prepare students for future-ready skills and workplace relevance.

Select the best three presentations/papers (refer the guidelines) in the DLD CT-Al Workshop for
compilation for a national-level assessment by committees. The best papers under each sub-theme at the
national level will be included for showcasing in the National Teachers Conference as and when scheduled,
for which a separate notification will be issued in due course.
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Expected Outcomes:

1. Supportive environment for CT and Al learning; Integration of CT and Al across curriculum and school
culture

Teachers empowered to design hands-on projects integrating CT and Al concepts

Students inspired towards Al, coding, data science, mathematics, and interdisciplinary projects

Ethical and responsible use of Al

Enhanced 21st-century skills and competencies
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Modalities:

1. To be organised in schools on any of listed sub-themes. Any school can volunteer through Sahodaya
School Complex or a group of willing schools can take up. It will be an offline workshop where best
educational practices on CT & Al can be shared and discussed within the ambit of Board’s curriculum.
Will be of one day duration (to be counted as 6 Hours of School based CPD) under Domain-II.

Topic, venue, inviting experts and other arrangements will be the organiser’s responsibility.

CT and Al across Preparatory / Middle Stage (s) to be focussed.

Training records must be maintained.
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Activity 2. Expert - Led Talks on CT & Al in Schools
Objectives & Expected Outcomes: Same as stated above under Activity-1 except for Objective 5.

Modalities:

1. To be organised by Lead schools (The school which volunteers for conduct of Expert-Led Talks) as a
specialized online/offline session on CT/AI topics (aligned with any of the listed sub-theme) to be
facilitated by Internal or External experts invited by the Lead school.

Will be of Half-Day duration (To be counted as 3 Hours of School based CPD under Domain-I1).
Online CT/AI Education sessions offered / facilitated by the Board.

Watching educational videos on CT/Al aired on DD PM e-Vidya Channel CBSE 15.

Participation / attendance must be ensured and records must be maintained for CPD Hours integration.
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Activity 3. Regional Workshops / Orientations on CT & Al (Hosted by the Board)
Modalities:

1. Board will be conducting Regional Workshops/Orientation Programmes to be coordinated by the
respective Centres of Excellence (CoEs) of the Board.

2. Participation will be through an online registration process on a prescribed fee of Rs.700/- .

3. Schools may nominate teachers for Regional Workshop as per CoE jurisdiction. Schedule of the
Regional Workshop will be shared shortly.

4. Teachers attending regional workshops will earn 6 CPD Hrs. of the Board-conducted CPD under
Domain-II.

In view of the above, all the schools affiliated with the CBSE, are encouraged to organise the suggested activities /
nominate teachers for the events (Activity-1) as scheduled in their respective districts to be initiated by the Sahodaya
School Complexes / or group of willing schools. Schools may conduct / take part in the online/offline session as
described in the Activity-2 above. Schools may nominate teachers for Regional Workshop / Orientations on CT & Al
(Activity-3) as and when scheduled by the CoEs of the Board.
