It represents of all 193 member states, each with one vote. Major decisions require a
two third majority, otherwise a single majority decision not binding on UN
members.Key functions include adopting the UN budget, appointing the secretary 3+3

general, electing non- permanent Security council members etc.

(ii) Security Council :

It has total 15 members, 5 permanent and 10 temporary Permanent members are US,
UK, France, Russia and China. All these have veto power. Temporary members are
elected for the term of two years. Its decisions are binding on all UN members. Key

functions include investigating disputes , establishing peace and authorising military
action to resolve threats to peace.
(iii) International court of Justice :
There are total 15 judges elected for 9 years by absolute majority in both the general
Assembly and the security council. It is situated in *The Hague’ Netherland. Key
functions include to settle legal disputes , provide advisory opinions on legal
questions. It interprets and inforce international laws.
(iv)Secretariat:
It is acting as UN’s executive administrative arm. It is headed by secretary -general
who is appointed by the General Assembly for 5 years. It handles the day to day
work, implementing decisions, organising conferences etc.
(v)Economic and Social Council:-
It has 54 seats based on geographical representation which are elected by the
General Assembly for the three year terms. It co-ordinate economic, social and
environmental policies and promotes sustainable development etc.
