Challenges for national security —

e British India was divided into British Indian Provinces and Princely states.
The Princely states enjoyed some form of control over their internal affairs
and accepted British supremacy. Princely states covered one-third of the land
area of the British Indian Empire and one out of four Indians lived under
princely rule.

e Just before independence British declared that with the end of their rule, their
control over princely states would also lapse. This meant that all these 565
states would become legally independent.

e The British government declared that these states were free to join either India
or Pakistan or remain independent if they so wished. This decision was left not
to the people but to the princely rulers of these states.

e This was a very serious problem and threatened the very existence of a united
India.

e Some states refused to merge and decided to remain independent such as
Hyderabad, Jammu and Kashmir, Manipur etc. may be given.

The challenges stated above posed a threat to National Security.

(i) Jawaharlal Nehru was the chief architect of the foreign policy of India as he held

the Prime Minister office and the Foreign Ministry from 1947-1964.

(ii) The three major objectives of Nehru’s foreign policy were to preserve the

sovereignty of India, protect India’s territorial integrity and promote India’s rapid

economic development.

(iii) He formed the foundation of the policy of non-alignment.

(iv) Afro-Asian unity and the establishment of diplomatic relations with other

countries after India’s independence.

(i) Tibet :

China annexed Tibet in 1950 and thus removed a historical buffer between the two
countries. As the information came in about the suppression of Tibetan culture, the
Indian government grew uneasy. The Tibetan spiritual leader, the Dalai Lama, sought
and obtained political asylum in India in 1959. China alleged that the government of
India was allowing anti-China activities to take place from within India.

(ii) Boundary dispute :

China claimed two areas within the Indian territory : Aksai-Chin area in the Ladakh
region of Jammu and Kashmir and much of the state of Arunachal Pradesh in NEFA
(North Eastern Frontier Agency). Between 1957 and 1959, the Chinese occupied the
Aksai-Chin area and built a strategic road there, which led to several small border
skirmishes between two armies.

(iii) Chinese — invasion :

China launched a swift and massive invasion in October 1962 and captured some key
areas in Arunachal Pradesh. The China War dented India’s image at home and abroad.
(iv) China is seen as contributing to the build up of Pakistan’s nuclear programme.
(v) China’s military relations with Bangladesh and Myanmar are viewed as hostile to
Indian interests in South Asia.
