e What is the use of an easel?

An easel is a stand made of wood or metal that is used to support a canvas, drawing board,
or painting surface while an artist is working. It holds the surface upright so that the artist
can paint comfortably while standing or sitting. The use of an easel helps maintain proper
posture and allows the artist to see the entire composition clearly. It also prevents smudging
of colours and makes painting easier when working with large canvases or detailed artworks
(etc.).
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e Name one other tool you would use while creating an artwork and why?
One important tool used in painting is a paint brush. A brush helps the artist apply colour
smoothly and precisely on the painting surface. Different brushes are used for different
purposes such as making thin lines, broad strokes, or blending colours. Using the correct
brush helps improve the texture and quality of the artwork. (etc.)

Pencil, Eraser, Sharpener, Palette, Palette Knife, Easel, Sponge, Scale (Ruler), Compass,
Colour Mixing Tray, Cloth or Tissue, Canvas, Drawing Board, Water Container.

e Where did Warli painting originate, and on which surface was it traditionally
made?
Warli painting originated in the Maharashtra region of India, particularly among
the Warli tribal community living near the Sahyadri hills. Traditionally, these
paintings were created on the mud walls of village houses. The walls were first
coated with a mixture of cow dung and mud to form a reddish-brown background.
The artists then painted white designs on this surface using a paste made from rice
flour and water (etc.).
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Describe any one aesthetic feature of these paintings.

One important aesthetic feature of Warli paintings is the use of simple geometric
shapes such as circles, triangles, and lines to depict human and animal figures.
Despite their simplicity, these shapes effectively represent movement and everyday
life scenes (etc.).

Which colours are conventionally employed in Warli paintings?

Warli paintings traditionally use white colour made from rice paste. This white
pigment is painted on a Geru, reddish or brown mud background. The limited
colour palette creates a strong contrast that makes the figures clearly visible and
visually striking (etc.).

Discuss one common theme frequently represented in this art form.

A common theme in Warli paintings is daily life activities of the tribal community.
These may include farming, hunting, fishing, dancing, marriage rituals, and festivals.
The paintings often show people dancing in a circular pattern known as the Tarpa
dance, symbolizing unity and celebration within the community (etc.).

It
ensures that no part of the artwork appears heavier or more dominant than the other
parts. Balance helps create stability and harmony in a painting (etc.) + Example.
Types of balance :- Formal, Informal and Radial balance.

Proportion refers to the relationship between the sizes of different elements within
an artwork. Proper proportion ensures that objects appear realistic and harmonious.
For example, when drawing a human figure, the size of the head, arms, and legs must
be correctly related to the body so that the figure looks natural (etc.).

Vertical excavation refers to the technique of carving a structure from a single rock by
cutting downward from the top. Instead of building the structure piece by piece, artisans
remove the surrounding rock to reveal the temple structure within (etc.).

e Describe one architectural feature of this temple.
Remarkable Architectural Features of the Kailashnatha Temple

Monolithic Structure — The entire temple is carved from a single rock.

Rock-Cut Architecture — It was cut from the top of the rock downward.

Dravidian Style — The design follows the South Indian Dravidian temple style.

Vimana (Main Tower) — A tall pyramidal tower rises above the main shrine.

Large Courtyard — The temple stands in a spacious open courtyard surrounded by

rock walls.

« Nandi Mandapa — A separate pavilion houses the statue of Nandi, the sacred bull of
Shiva.

« Mandapas (Halls) — Pillared halls are used for worship and gatherings.

e Intricate Sculptures — Walls and pillars are decorated with detailed carvings of
gods, goddesses, and mythological scenes.

o Epic Narratives — Sculptures depict stories from the Ramayana and the

Mahabharata.

o Elephant and Lion Sculptures — Large carved figures appear to support the temple
structure.

o Bridges and Stairways — Rock-cut bridges and staircases connect different parts of
the temple.

e Multi-Storeyed Appearance — The structure looks like a multi-level building
although it is carved from one rock.

o Decorative Pillars — Pillars are richly carved with artistic designs and figures.

e Grand Entrance Gateway — A large and decorated gateway leads into the temple
complex. (etc).

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Q15). Bodhisattva Padmapani is one of the finest examples of Ajanta mural paintings.
Explain the following aspects in detail :

Describe in detail the painting technique used.

Bodhisattva Padmapani is one of the most celebrated paintings from the Ajanta caves
and represents the excellence of ancient Indian mural painting.

The painting was created using the mural technique on plastered cave walls. Artists
first prepared the surface by applying layers of plaster made from clay, lime, and
organic materials. After the plaster dried slightly, they painted figures using natural
mineral pigments.(etc.)

What does the painting symbolise and how ?

The figure of Bodhisattva Padmapani symbolises compassion, wisdom, and
spiritual enlightenment. He is shown holding a lotus flower, which represents
purity and divine beauty. His calm expression and gentle posture convey kindness
and spiritual grace. (etc.)

Explain any two compositional features in it that you admire.

One compositional feature of the painting is the soft and expressive facial features,
tribhanga pose which give the figure a serene and compassionate appearance.
Another feature is the detailed depiction of ornaments and garments, which adds
elegance and richness to the artwork (etc.).

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Q16). Observe the sculpture shown and answer the following :

State the name of the sculpture, its medium, the dynasty and the ruler who
commissioned it.

The sculpture shown is the Lion Capital of Ashoka, one of the most famous works
of Mauryan art.

It was made from polished sandstone and was commissioned by Emperor Ashoka
of the Mauryan Dynasty in the 3rd century BCE. The sculpture originally formed
the top part of an Ashokan pillar.

Briefly explain the symbolic meaning conveyed.

The Lion Capital consists of four lions sitting back to back, facing the four
directions. These lions symbolize power, courage, pride, and authority. The
sculpture also represents the spread of Dharma (moral law) in all directions under
Ashoka’s rule.

Describe any two architectural or aesthetic qualities of the structure.

One important architectural feature is the circular abacus beneath the lions in the
shape of an inverted Lotus, which is decorated with carvings of animals such as
elephants, horses, bulls, and lions separated by the Ashoka Chakra. Another
aesthetic quality is the highly polished surface of the sandstone, which reflects the
advanced craftsmanship of Mauryan sculptors.
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Today, the Lion Capital serves as the National Emblem of India, representing
strength, truth, and justice (etc.).
