As the national movement developed, nationalist leaders became more
and more aware of such icons and symbols in unifying people and
inspiring in them a feeling of nationalism. Another means of creating a
feeling of nationalism was through reinterpretation of history.

Floods have not only devastated life and property but also caused
extensive soil erosion. Sedimentation also meant that the flood plains
were deprived of silt, a natural fertilizer, further adding on to the problem
of land degradation. It was also observed that the multipurpose projects
induced earthquakes, caused water-borne diseases and pests and

pollution resulting from excessive use of water.
