Basic safety precautions to be taken :

* Listen to radio/TV for the latest weather bulletins and flood warnings. Pass
on the information to others.

« Make a family emergency kit which should include, a portable
radio/transistor, torch, spare batteries, a first aid box along with essential
medicines, ORS, dry food items, drinking water, matchboxes, candles and
other essential items.

» Eat freshly cooked and dry food. Always keep your food covered.

» Use boiled and filtered drinking water.

» Keep all drains, gutters near your house clean.

« Stagnation of water can breed vector/water-borne diseases. In case of
sickness, seek medical assistance.

» Use bleaching powder and lime to disinfect the surroundings.

POWER SHARING

Power sharing arrangements can also be seen in the way political parties,
pressure groups and movements control or influence those in power. In a
democracy, the citizens must have freedom to choose among various contenders
for power. In contemporary democracies, this takes the form of competition
among different parties. Such competition ensures that power does not remain in
one hand. In the long run, power is shared among different political parties that
represent different ideologies and social groups. Sometimes this kind of sharing
can be direct, when two or more parties form an alliance to contest elections. If
their alliance is elected, they form a coalition government and thus share power.
In a democracy, we find interest groups, such as those of traders, businessmen,
industrialists, farmers and industrial workers. They also will have a share in
governmental power, either through participation in governmental committees
or bringing influence on the decision-making process.
