· Calculate the total cost of copies of all the textbooks required.

· Add 3% of the total cost towards packing charges.  This will give the total amount to be sent to CBSE.

· Make a bank demand draft for the above amount in favour of Secretary, CBSE. payable at Delhi.
· Write a letter giving details of the books ordered, amount, discount, packing charges etc. mentioning clearly the address to which the consignment has to be sent.

· It would be advisable that you place the order immediately so that  the books are available for students when the school reopens after summer vacation.
