Subject : Biotechnology as an elective subject at senior school level – Essential qualifications of the teachers - reg.

Dear Principal,


You are aware that the Board had introduced the subject of Biotechnology as an elective subject at senior school level from the academic year 2002-2003.  All schools were informed through the Circular No. CBSE/D(A)/BT/2004 dated 5th Jan.2004 about the specific conditions to be fulfilled for introduction of this subject.  Besides providing minimum infrastructure and the equipment/ materials required for the practical work, the schools were informed that Biotechnology teacher must have the qualification of Post-Graduation in the subject of Biotechnology or Biochemistry or Genetics or Micro-Biology or Life Sciences.  The Board had also published its textual material in theory as well as practicals for classes XI and XII.  The laboratory manual in the subject published by the Board also included a suggestive list of dealers in the country to procure the materials and the list of essential equipment/ materials.  Subsequently, series of Orientation programmes  have been organized by the Board in order to help the teachers transact the curriculum effectively.


It has been brought to the notice of the Board that in few schools, this subject is being taught by a teacher having Post-Graduation degree in Botany or Zoology.  It may be clarified to all schools that the syllabus in the subject of Biotechnology demands different kind of content expertise and a teacher having post graduation degree in Botany and Zoology is not eligible to teach Biotechnology at senior secondary level.  It may be brought to the notice of all concerned that the Board will take a serious view of the matter in case any such irregularities related to specific academic qualifications of the teacher or desired infrastructure and equipments are found in the school. It is again reiterated that all   schools who have already been  granted approval for introduction of the subject or are planning for the same may take special care to fulfil all necessary conditions laid down by the Board for teaching of the subject .   The Board, on its part, is planning to organize more orientation programmes for teachers of Biotechnology in different parts of the country in the near future.
