STILL LIFE STUDY

Q.1: Draw and paint the still life of a group of two or three objects arranged on a drawing board before you, from a fixed point of view (given to you), on a drawing paper about 38cmx28cm in size, in any medium (water/tempera/pastel colours).  Your drawing should be proportionate to the size of paper.  The objects should be painted in realistic manner with proper light and shade and perspective etc.  In this study the drawing board is not to be included.

Note:(1) Suitable objects may be selected/decided in such a way so that natural and geometrical forms may be covered with group of objects.

(i) Natural forms large size foliage and flowers, fruits and vegetables etc.

(ii)Geometrical forms made of wood/plastic/paper/metal/earthen etc., such as cube, cone, prism, cylinder and sphere.

(2) Objects should be selected generally of large (suitable) size.

(3) An object relating to nature, according to the season and the location of the examination centre, must be included in the group of objects. The natural objects should be purchased/arranged on         the day of the examination so that its freshness must be maintained.
